Syllabus for Kannada Language



Preamble: In this context of changing social and national demands, education is a
sign of progress, which is to respond positively to them, to develop human
faculties and create intellectual freedom among citizens, as reflected in our
constitution.

It is a challenging task to inculcate the love of literature in the pre-graduate
student's life, it is not easy to interpret various genres of Kannada literature in
this transitional period where optional subjects are predominant, it is the need of
the day to inspire the ideas of rationality with scientific thinking to be relevant to
the contemporary social environment.

Keeping in view the approach of New Education Policy 2020, Kannada Language

Prak-shastri Syllabus has been prepared. An attempt has been made to give a
glimpse of the creative world of Kannada literature in both the textbooks of Prak-
Sastri text. In addition to the theoretical introduction to various forms of
literature, the curriculum in prose and verse models is taken care of to be very
interesting and informative and helpful in providing motivation in the
development of creative potential in young readers.

“Sahitya sanchalana” text book prepared by Pre-University Education Board,

Karnataka state government. Kannada language text of first semester of first year

Prak Shastri of Central Sanskrit University has been narrowed down to fifty
percent. In this, there is a lesson plan to make the students interested in learning.
As one unit has to be scheduled for 16 hours duration, some poetry sections and
drama sections of the textbook “Sahitya sanchalana” have been omitted to
accommodate the time frame of this semester. In total the text book here is
limited to eight verses, eight lessons only.

Similarly, the complete text in the “Sahitya Sampada” text book prepared by the
Department of Pre-Graduate Education, Government of Karnataka has been
narrowed down to fifty percent for the Kannada language text of the second year
third semester of Prak Shastri of Central Sanskrit University.

Second Prak Shastri Kannada textbook should be an advanced part of Prak Shastri
first level literature-languages, so representative poetry parts of Halagannada,



Nadugannada, Hosagannada, Modern Kannada and parallel prose parts and a long

prose part have been included in one book. As one unit has to be scheduled for 16

hours duration some verse parts and long prose part of the textbook “Sahitya
Sampada” have been omitted to facilitate the time of this semester. In total, the
text book is limited to eight verses, eight lessons only.

In both the textbooks, an attempt has been made to introduce various genres:
Kavi-Kavya, by considering the background of those who have worked for Nadu-
Nudi, including material diversity. Model questions, idioms are incorporated to
supplement the text. Also as usual practice book is specially created for dynamic
activities of students. Questions with the meaning of linguistics difficult words are
also mentioned in both the text books under linguistic knowledge to impart
knowledge of the language to enhance understanding practically. After each
associated text, an introduction to the author and a citation of their literary
contribution is given. At the beginning of each text, a brief review of its literary
merits is also given.

Objectives of Kannada Syllabus Design: Through textbooks, an attempt has been

made in this syllabus to develop maximum reading and reading ability in students
in minimum time. Along with this, supplementary texts from other sources are
suggested so that students can read not only Kannada subject but also other
books written in Kannada language. This allows for more reading. Creativity can
be inspired on the foundation of literature. The thematic and structural features
of Kannada literature are explained in textbooks. It is extremely beneficial for the
personality development of the student. A structured questionnaire for students'
competence development is also given along with questions related to
compositions to test intellectual development based on composition works. Its
purpose is to prepare students for a specific subject.



Learning Outcomes:

e The study of ancient Kannada literature enables students to acquire moral
values and life values that they can incorporate in their daily lives.

e Students will be able to develop qualitative aspects such as knowledge
synthesis, application of moral values, use of science and technology, self-
confidence, broad perspective, unity-integrity of the country, harmony,
environmental awareness, national pride etc. through language learning.

e As grammar is an integral part of language learning students are able to speak
and write clearly in Kannada without errors which helps them to negotiate the
text independently.

e Literacy features such as direct and simple comprehension, sensitive
comprehension, linguistic ability are developed.

e Their skills in memorizing, understanding, applying, analyzing and evaluating
literature will develop.
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
